For the et 70 years Yellostone id ot have any woves, Scintss decided to being then
bk o the areain 1995, The U.S. Fish and Widife Service bought i 15 gay wolves from Cana-
8. Todey betwen 250 a2d 300 wlveslve in Yellowsone. — and they hav already et thei mack.

olves hav been hunting and exin ek, The lk lefivers ( SURBSE MRS proride ood
o il such as bears, Wi fower ek, plans can grow beter and tale. This new plant growth
ovides more s for birds and more plant food for beavers. The number of beavers i nather
Yellostone has inereased grety since wolvs were reitroduced:

Walves have such a bis effect an Yellostons because they are a keystone species($9F),
Keysone secicsare specie on which a large mumber of other plants and animals deperd. The re-
moalof a Keystone specie can lad 1 the death of ther speics.
