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When memoris of holiday pumpkin pics (F1/L 1) are not fresh any more, large-pumpkin
growers are already planing next year' s crop. Every year farmers around the world work very hard
0 sce who can grow the world" s largest pumpkin.

‘The present world record belongs to Steve Daletas of Oregon. His pumpkin weighed 1,385
pounds (628 kilograms).. That"s heavier than large bears! In August the pumpkin grew 29 pounds
(13 kilograms) pe day! Ous reporter spoke with Andrew Sabin, who was onc of the organizers of
the 200 Large-Pumpkin Weighing Competition ( ECHE).

To grow a lasge pumpkin, Sabin explained , you need the right seed and the right sol, and a lot
of hard work. “It"s like a baby,” he said. *You look at your baby every day.

All the hasd vork leads up (0 the weighing competiions, which usually take place in October.
Top prize winners can eam thousands of dollars.

Just gettng the large pumpkins away from the farm can be very diffcult. The pumpkins are s0
heavy that farmers often have to use forklifts (X%) to move them.

What do farmers do with the large pumpkins after the competition? According to Sabin, restau-
rants ofien buy the pumpkins for show. Top winners can also sell their pumpkin seeds to other farm-
e hoping 10 beat the world record the next year.

‘Would the large pumpkins be made into pumpkin pies? Not likely, Sabin said. “They don’t
taste 50 good as the small pumpkins that are grown o eat.
